② When disposing (throwing away) of your light vehicle or motorcycle 

③ When giving your light vehicle or motorcycle to another person 

④ When selling your light vehicle or motorcycle 

⑤ When your light vehicle or motorcycle is stolen 

Until you do the procedures, you will need to continue paying the light vehicle tax. 

Failure to pay taxes may cause trouble when you try to apply for status for residence.

to employment, job transfers, and new school enrollment, so please be aware that  

the various service counters at the city hall, community centers, and branch offices  

are usually very crowded at that time every year. 

 

■People whose addresses are changing must complete address change procedures  

for their My Number card. 

When a person with a My Number card moves to another city, town, or village, it is also possible  

for him/her to not go to a service counter, but rather submit an address change notification  

online from the My Number Portal.
